TAKE HOME DETENTION:
LATE TO CLASS

Arriving late to class is a violation of school policy because it delays instruction for the late student and interrupts instruction for the other students. Arriving on time to class means arriving inside the chorus room by the minute class begins. Furthermore, the student must be seated with his materials in his or her assigned seat within two minutes of that bell. For example, if class begins at 9:45, then the student must be inside the chorus room before the clock says 9:45. Students are expected to put his or her book bag away, get his or her materials, and then safely get to their assigned seat on the seated risers.

Sometimes, unavoidable situations arise, perhaps causing a student to be late. For this reason, courtesy warnings are issued—three at most. However, a pattern of tardiness (three or more) indicates a student is willfully ignoring school and class policies, delaying his own instruction, and interrupting the instruction of others. This is unacceptable.
