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Welcome!


(To those of you that know this stuff….feel free to read on…) As we begin the year, I think it is important that we recognize the uniqueness of each and every person in our choir and celebrate that diversity as a major force in Gladwin’s tradition of “family”.  A priority for all of us this year is to cultivate and nurture relationships with our fellow choir members.  A great way to begin is to open up our lives to each other.  

I am originally from Dearborn, MI (a suburb of Detroit).  I began singing, acting and playing instruments at a very young age.  My home was always filled with something “artsy”.  I am the oldest of two.  I attended Henry Ford Community College after graduating high school at 16 years old.  I was very active in theatre and choir.  I traveled to Switzerland to the Montreux Jazz Festival and sang with Manhattan Transfer.  A year later, I transferred to CMU where I had a double major in Theatre and Choral Music.  My graduate work includes a Master of Music from EMU and an M.A. in Education from Marygrove College.  (That’s 40ish years of my life in one paragraph!)

My first teaching job was at MMCC and later in Monroe, MI.  I stayed in Monroe for six years before making the move to Gladwin.  This will be my 13th year here.  I am active in Michigan School Vocal Music Association as a retired District Manager and Full Board Member, and a clinician and adjudicator.  The students will be involved in MSVMA activities throughout the year. 

I would like to let you know about what “being in choir'” means at Gladwin Schools.  It's a big part of hundreds of student’s lives.  Choir is something they do everyday as a class, but also, it's something that they do because it brings them great satisfaction and because they love it!
If you have any questions, please feel free to email me.  I'd be glad to chat about your thoughts, your scheduling problems and whatever else you have in mind.  In case you need to, I'd be glad to put you in touch with some parents of current Gladwin choir students.  There are Parents who have been able to creatively assist their own children in finding a way to fit all the needed classes into their schedule, PLUS find a way to allow them to be a member of a Gladwin choir!

??COMMON QUESTIONS THAT YOU MIGHT HAVE??

1. Do students have to audition for choir?  Starting in 8th grade, all choirs are auditioned. But, no worries….come and see me. Anyone can learn to sing and read music! 
2. Can students become a member of the choir even if they can't read music?  Yes, we will learn how to READ and sing new music together!

3. Can students be in choir and also in band?  YES, in 8thgrade and in HS years.

4. Does a student need to have the good voice or be considered “talented” to sing in choir?  NO
5 Does a student HAVE  to sing a solo in public if they are a member of a Gladwin choir? NO.
6. Does a student have to work hard if they are a member of a Gladwin choir? YES
7. Do students have to attend concerts outside of the regular school day as a requirement of choir? YES
8. Can students voluntarily participate in a few or extra vocal music activities if interested? YES
9. Will the student make friendships and memories together that will last a life time? Absolutely! 
10.  Can a student be in sports AND Choir?  ABSOLUTELY!  Nearly 75% of the choir members are in sports.

11.  Are there GUYS in choir? Yes!  Lots of guys!  7th grade choir usually consists of approximately 5-15 guys. 8th grade consists of approximately 9-14 guys.  There are 3 HS choirs.  Depending on the year, some years we have had an All Men’s Choir of approximately 40 men, a Women’s Choir of 80 and an Advanced Ensemble, Wings of Harmony at about 28.  Other years, we have a Concert Choir of 60- a 30/30 split, a Women’s Choir of 50 and Wings of Harmony. 
12. Do you have to have a lot of money to be in Choir?  No. We fundraise throughout the year for different costs.  

Each year we hear back from students in college or who are in their professional lives, who just want to remind us of how important it was for them to be a Gladwin choir member!

TRADITION OF EXCELLENCE!!

Here are just a few highlights:
1.  In recent years our choirs have performed & toured in Los Angeles, Toronto, Chicago, New York City, WTC Memorial, Virginia Beach, Canada, Ohio, Michigan and the Gladwin Community. 
2.  The 3 HS choirs came in FIRST place in all three of their competition categories in the National Choir Competition. Wings of Harmony rated as the Highest Scoring Choir in the Nation returning as GRAND CHAMPIONS in L.A.  

3.  The 8th grade choirs won First Place in all three of their divisions in the Music Showcase National Competition and also came home Grand Champions….for 5 years in a row! 

4.  The 7th and 8th grade choirs performed wonderfully at District Festival every year. The 7th grade received an Excellent Rating and medaled at State. 8th grade choir received an Excellent at District Choral Festival and medaled at State. 
6. In 2009, 3 CC received an Excellent at District and State performing Primary, received an Excellent rating. Rhapsody received a Good at Districts….one point from Excellent.   Wings received a Superior at Districts (perfect score) and a Superior (perfect score) at State performing Advanced.  Only 12% of the choirs in the state received Superiors at State ad only 3% were Advanced. And, they received a standing ovation at State Festival….which I have never, EVER, experienced my 18 years.  
7.   We often have Gladwin students attend Interlochen Arts Camp, Blue Lake Performing Arts Camp and Wolverine Music Camp.   

8. 5 of our students were selected from thousands to perform in the State Honors Choir. 
And here's the great news!  No matter if you are a first year or a fourth year Gladwin singer, you are automatically a part of this tradition!!

AND TO THE PARENTS. . .

We thank you for your support! Your participation in our choir program is vital.  In order to continue the quality we have achieved in the past, we need your continued support.  Your attendance at our concerts and events will encourage your son or daughter and allow you to share in their “real” progress (unlike the written progress report.) There is also the opportunity for parents to participate through our Choral Boosters or to help with fundraisers, chaperon concerts and trips or other creative things


PARENTAL REMINDER:  There is a form that MUST be filled out.  This is important since choir classes function differently from other classes.  There will be a permission slip which will be good for the entire school year, for events on the choir calendar, except for out of state and international trips. This form needs to be returned to me by 9/22/09.  

How to support my child in choir? 
It all comes down to this:  The Choral Boosters help the students and the choirs and ME! All of our choir parents are considered a part of the Boosters and are welcome to attend any meetings at any time. (We’re not scary, and there’s usually only 4 of us….we need you!) Meetings are held once a month. Check the website calendar for the monthly dates and times of Choir Booster meetings.  We'd LOVE to have you come out and join in as we support our hard working students.

Fund Raising and Individual Student Accounts

Each year the choir and the Choir Boosters conduct DIFFERENT fund raising activities to raise money for various choir program needs.  This money is used by the program for things that the school district does not supply, such as uniforms, scholarships, over-night hotel costs for festivals, accompanists, awards, and other needs unique to a large choir program. 
What is a Student Account?

Student accounts are usually separate fundraising monies that the student has earned through the “Choir fundraisers” (different from Choral Booster Fundraisers). The choir Treasurer creates individual student accounts for each student who earns money through choir fundraisers.  The account money can be used for any choir activities that require some sort of payment, choir field trips, choir shirts, tours, voice lessons, etc. It cannot be withdrawn simply for cash or transferred within the school district.  Account money will carry over from year to year, starting their freshman year. However, once the student leaves or graduates, any remaining money goes directly into the Choral Activity Account which will help pay for the many needs of our choirs. 

Please turn in money or checks (PREFERRED!) ONLY IN AN ENVELOPE!!

Whenever you have to turn in any kind of money-cash or check-to Mrs. Cunningham you must use an envelope.  Either bring your money in an envelope from home or get one here.  This will save your money from getting mixed up when there are times that we are collecting for four different things at once!  Please make sure the envelope is sealed and write the following information on it:  YOUR NAME, WHAT THE MONEY IS FOR, HOW MUCH MONEY IS ENCLOSED, CASH OR CHECK,  DATE.  

It should have this info on the front side of the envelope:

PLEASE ONLY make the check payable to: “Gladwin Choirs”.  Checks are FAR preferred over cash. If you have cash from a fund raiser and are willing to convert it to a check, our treasurers would be VERY grateful!  Thanks! If not, please turn in the money organized and flattened. 
“Gladwin Choir Students ARE:” RULES

1.  Alert- As you enter the class room, check the board for announcements, music rehearsal order, seating arrangements, etc.  Do what it says before class starts. Chewing gum, eating and drinking pop/juice/etc. will not be permitted in the choir rooms except for special functions that you will know of in advance.  Only water may be consumed during the choir rehearsal.  This is a Gladwin school policy.

 2.  Courteous - Try and think of others first.  A respectful attitude towards your choir friends, your teachers and subs, your lunch room servers, the custodians and anyone else you meet. The one thing we have in this world is each other, and the way we treat each other is a real measure of our character and our human-ness. Of course you cannot do homework during rehearsals.  Unless told ahead of time that you may do homework, don't bother asking.

3.  Timely - Be in your seat BEFORE class starts…Which means, come into the room, get your folder and go to your seat.  We don't have time to 'hang around'.  The class assistant will take attendance and you can get your music ready to begin class.

4.  Prepared - Have your folder, music, pencil. At the appropriate times, trip deposits, homework and other items turned in on time.  Respect your memorization deadlines.  Let me know before class that you have a cold and will have a cough drop. A cold should not prohibit you from singing, but a sore throat might.  If you need a cough drop during class, tell the director before class begins.  If you have a sore throat, try singing lightly.  If you are feeling so badly that you cannot sing, you will be expected to still participate in class by following along in the music, making notes with your pencil, etc.  Students who cannot do this will be given a written report assignment from a vocal music magazine that will be due at the end of the hour.  This is a participatory class.  Only in very extreme cases should you be sitting out.
5.  Conscientious - Your music folder is for your use.  Please store them in your rack with care, and/or take them home to memorize, practice and study your parts.  But then, make sure that it is with you the next day in class.  Treasure this folder.  The choir rooms, practice room, music library and cafetorium must be kept clean and neat at all times.  This is each choir members' responsibility.

6.  Aware - You must write in your music with PENCIL only.  Every SINGLE day, you should find something new to circle, underline or make note of.  This way you won't make the same mistake twice. Be an ACTIVE member of the choir!  Assume you are a leader, even if you don’t know if you are a leader.  Choir members are to stay in their assigned place during class time.  If you need to get a drink, throw something away or use the restroom, you must do so before class begins.  Emergencies will be handled at the discretion of the director as they arise.  Bathroom passes are for emergencies only, and only with a pass.  If you have a unique physical need, please contact your director ahead of time.

7.  Caring - Get to know the people in choir.  Become personally involved in their lives.  It is impossible to make glorious music without becoming involved with one another.  Choir members often become best friends...and many times they end up being lifelong friends.  After high school is over, they will be the ones that you will keep in touch with.  Or marry... Be truly supportive of not only the other choirs in our high schools and middle schools, but choral groups from other schools as well.  

8.  Determined - Do you want to have the most exceptional year in choir this year?  Great, it's up to you.  Give it everything you've got and then some.  Above and beyond status is what you want to aim for.  Push yourself even further than you believe you can go.  Climbing the mountain is really worth it.  Remember that it takes self-discipline to be a musician!
9.  Serious - We have a 12 year tradition of excellence here at Gladwin.  They never had a question that they could be the best they could be.  How do you measure up?

10.  Humorous - We believe that there is humor in most situations.  Sometimes you have to look really hard to find it, but it is there.  Laugh at yourself now and then.  You might even have to remind me of this in the middle of a busy week.

11.  Dedicated - We realize that many of our choir students have sacrificed for the good of their choir.  We support your being involved in as many things as you can in high school.  HOWEVER, it is important that you prioritize and communicate with us about any problems you foresee with you honoring your choir commitments.  You will NEVER regret the sacrifices that you made in order to make life-lasting memories in choir here in Gladwin.

SHOWCASE DAY

Showcase Day is offered many times throughout each marking period.  However, it will not be offered every, single Friday, but almost always on Fridays.  Students may perform solos, duets, trios, quartets or quintets.  They may read poetry, dance, do a theatrical skit or anything artistic, as well. Each performance MUST be prepared.  There will be a SIGN-UP SHEET next to my office or on the door.  You MUST be signed up before class begins on Friday.  Every student must perform at least ONE Showcase per marking period to receive a STRAIGHT “A” in the class, if they are currently receiving an “A” from the daily points and performances.  It is preferred that you do not use CD’s or tapes with the singer singing on it, however, you may use it if necessary, as long as we can hear you.  You may sing a cappella, with an accompanist or with a karaoke CD/tape.  Songs containing poor material will not be allowed.  No swearing, sexual, drug or alcohol content.  If you have to ask me “Is this song ok?” it most likely is not!  Also, songs may not be “re-performed”.  After it’s been done, it’s been done for the marking period. If a student has a huge fear of performing in front of others, remember you can perform in groups up to five people.  It is also possible to see me for an alternate assignment each marking period.  Remember; do not wait until the last Friday before the end of the marking period to do your performance.  If time runs out…it runs out.  Take advantage of this opportunity to hone your skills as a singer/musician/performer.  
Grading Policy

Choir does not equal an automatic "A"!

The work you do in this class will be different from your required classes, and is no less important.  We are part of a team. We need every member present at all times. A chain missing a link or two is no longer a chain. They are weak. Choir is an elective that YOU have chosen. YOU have chosen to become part of this award winning program! So, except in extreme cases, your grade will be affected if you have excessive absences of any kind, excused or unexcused in a marking period. Because this is a participatory class, you are graded on your participation each day. If you are not present, you will receive no points for the day. You can't participate if you're not here. 

I. Classroom/Rehearsal Performance  -20 points per day/100 points per week

(Cooperation and Performance in Rehearsal and Participation/Attendance)

You will receive up to 20 points for each day's rehearsal (100 points per week).  Each time that you do not follow the rehearsal guidelines, you will lose 5 of your points. Points are recorded daily. 

· Daily Performance Points: (20) 

20 points=   Does not disrupt class learning, does not talk at inappropriate times, contributes actively at ALL times.  (Including, but not limited to: posture, breath, management, tone production, vowels/articulations, and vocal artistry), shows leadership skills-positively contributes to class climate (Helps others, participates in class discussion, etc.) 

15 points=  Does not disrupt class learning, does not talk at inappropriate times, contributes willingly, but not actively at ALL times, shows some leadership skills, but display is minimal.

10 points=  Some disruption of class learning, some talking at inappropriate times, lack of contribution, shows potential   leadership skills, but display is mediocre.

5 points= Disruption of class learning, excessive talking at inappropriate times, contributes to singing less than contributes to  music, shows little to no leadership skills. 

0 points= Absent, gum chewing, inappropriate physical contact with others, destroying property, talking back to teacher inappropriately, inappropriate teasing, screaming, yelling, defying authority, etc.

II. CONCERT/PERFORMANCE POINTS 200 Points
Performances are tests.  Cooperation and attendance are required and graded as tests. 
Attendance at performances and rehearsals is a requirement of all arts classes.  The teacher shall determine whether an absence from a required performance or rehearsal is deemed excused or unexcused.  If a student is to miss a performance, the teacher must be notified in writing (from the parent) one week before the performance date. If an emergency arises, the teacher must be notified at least two days upon return of the student.  It is impossible however to recreate that performance.  Since a concert performance is a chance to showcase the skills the student has learned in class, it is VERY IMPORTANT that all students attend. Being a good audience member while other groups are on stage is another way of actively participating. You can learn a lot from other performers, no matter what their age. That is why you are required to remain throughout the duration of the concert even if you have finished performing.

MAKE-UP ASSIGNMENTS
In an effort to ensure that all students meet the expectations of the class, I have devised an alternate/make-up assignment for students who have missed a performance. The time spent at a performance varies, but is usually one to two hours.  That time is used for warm-up, performance and evaluation of performance.  The alternate/make-up assignment should take about the same length of time. 

The assignments are:
a. Research and writing of a three to four page paper (H.S.) or two-page (J.H.), typed or computer generated.  It is important that all resource material be documented and varied. OR
b. An oral presentation to the class detailing a composer, period of music, instrument, etc.  

The assignments are due one week following the missed performance.  It will be graded down one letter grade for each day missed.  

A performance is similar in scope to an exam.  Voluntarily or willfully missing a performance may result in the student being removed from the class.  All reasons for absences must be brought to me in writing.  Our goals this year include self -improvement as a musician as well as excellent public performance.  Sharing our music with others is a privilege as well as a learning experience. Each choir member is expected to attend every public performance of the choir(s) in which s/he sings. Contact Ms. Cunningham as soon as possible if you do have an extreme Emergency. - Your presence is crucial!
NOTE: Our policy regarding Choir & Sports:

A Sports Game takes precedence over a Choir Rehearsal and a Choir Performance takes precedence over a Sports Practice. “Madrigal Dress, concerts & Festivals” are performances. In an effort to support the athletic department, coaches and most of all, our student singer/athletes, the choir calendar is pre-set around the sport’s calendar.  However, an occasional glitch may arise. PLEASE notify the director and coach early so that problems may be worked out. Early notifications are essential in these cases. You have schedules way ahead of time. No surprises are necessary.

TECHNIQUE   Point by Point basis
(Sight-reading, Music Theory, Learning/Memorization Tests, Written Assignments)

1. SIGHTREADING: The ability to read music is crucial and a valuable tool for every musician. Reading allows you to be independent. Reading music allows the choirs to spend more time making music beautiful: Balancing, blending, diction, phrasing, dynamics and less on pounding out notes and learning parts to sing. Because we want music to be a part of your life always, it's important that you are not dependent on a piano player or a tape. You can read music so you'll be able to carry music into your adult life.

**We use the "Fixed Do" sight reading system in Gladwin choirs. It is based on “C” being “DO”.  You will be tested and graded on your progress. See www.fixeddo.com 

2. MUSIC THEORY: We will learn the theory behind the notes as it applies to a singer in a choir. You will need to know rhythms, note names, keys, key signatures, terms, symbols: the language of music the whole planet uses and you'll even learn to find your way around a piano keyboard, again, with your independence in mind. You too can run warm ups! Written tests will be given to monitor and grade your progress.

3. CHORAL TECHNIQUE -We know that not every singer is a soloist.  But we all can enjoy choir because it is a group experience. Therefore, each singer must be held accountable for knowing his/her part of the choir music. Each singer will be tested both individually and in small groups to see if you know your music. You will be graded individually in each of the following areas: Tone Quality, Diction, Note Accuracy, Intonation, Breath Control, Phrasing, correct Rhythms, Correct Words and Memorization. 
FYI: MUSIC WITH A SACRED TEXT:
VITAL TO CHORAL MUSIC EDUCATION AND TO THE CHORAL ART

1.  Choral music educators recognize that choral music may fulfill diverse objectives.  At one end of the spectrum it is aesthetic education and artistic performance which can insure development of musicality and sensitivity.  At the opposite end of the spectrum it is pure entertainment.  Between these two poles may be found opportunities to enhance knowledge and understanding through a growing awareness and perspective of history and art as reflected in great music.  To achieve any selected educational objective, the quality of repertoire is of paramount importance.

2.  An assessment of the quality of repertoire which can fulfill the highest objectives of aesthetic education necessitates careful examination of the relationship of text and musical setting.  The wealth of choral literature which represents and reflects peoples, cultures and traditions of all lands and compositional styles of all eras includes much music in which the composer has utilized a sacred text.  The term "sacred" refers to all manner of religious belief and not only to the practices of Judeo-Christian teachings.  It is important to recognize that almost all of the significant choral music composed before the 17th century was associated with a sacred text.

3.  To study and perform music in which the musical setting of a text is artistically accomplished is a highly commendable objective.  While public school teaching objectives and criteria for repertoire selection should not include religious indoctrination, the selection of quality repertoire will invariably include music with a sacred text.

4.  To exclude from a public school curriculum all choral music which has religious meaning associated with the text is to severely limit the possibilities of teaching for artistic understanding and responsiveness.  Such exclusion has as its parallel the study of art without any paintings related to the various religions of the world, the study of literature without mention of the Bible, or the study of architecture without reference to the great temples and cathedrals of the world.
5.  Since choral music with a sacred text comprises such a substantial portion of the artistic repertoire representative of the choral medium and the history of music, it should have an important place in music education.  Its study and artistic performance have nothing to do with the First Amendment to the Constitution and the doctrine which advocates separation of Church and State.

This statement has been endorsed by the

National Board of Directors of the American Choral Directors Association.  

It represents the concerns of over 19,000 American Choral Directors.

What is M.S.V.M.A.?

MSVMA is the Michigan School Vocal Music Association.  This is the state school organization that we will participate with throughout the whole year.  Festivals or large group activities include the following.

1. Choir festivals are held yearly and are a time when groups from all over Michigan meet and perform for three-four adjudicators who then give the groups comments and ratings of Superior, Excellent, Good, Fair, Poor.  The choirs sing one required song and one chosen song.  Then the group must sight read a selected unknown piece of music.  The ratings are then averaged into a final rating.  The festival is required of all choir members when their particular group attends and participates in the festival.


State Festivals are also run by M.S.V.M.A.  

2. Solo & Ensemble festivals are not required but encouraged.  Students may perform a solo or with a small group (up to 20 members) for adjudicators and receive ratings similar to those given at choir festivals.  Fees are usually $10 - $15 per event, plus an accompanist fee (usually $35.00).  We have a library of solo, duet and small group music that you can check out and use at Solo & Ensemble festival.  Talk to either of the directors about using the library.
